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GOD’S WORD FOR TODAY  

FIRST LESSON: 1 Samuel 16:1-13 
1The Lord said to Samuel, “How long will you mourn for Saul, since I have rejected him 
as king over Israel? Fill your horn with oil and be on your way; I am sending you to 
Jesse of Bethlehem. I have chosen one of his sons to be king.” 
2But Samuel said, “How can I go? If Saul hears about it, he will kill me.” 

The Lord said, “Take a heifer with you and say, ‘I have come to sacrifice to 
the Lord.’ 3Invite Jesse to the sacrifice, and I will show you what to do. You are to 
anoint for me the one I indicate.” 
4Samuel did what the Lord said. When he arrived at Bethlehem, the elders of the town 
trembled when they met him. They asked, “Do you come in peace?” 
5Samuel replied, “Yes, in peace; I have come to sacrifice to the Lord. Consecrate 
yourselves and come to the sacrifice with me.” Then he consecrated Jesse and his sons 
and invited them to the sacrifice. 
6When they arrived, Samuel saw Eliab and thought, “Surely the Lord’s anointed stands 
here before the Lord.” 
7But the Lord said to Samuel, “Do not consider his appearance or his height, for I have 
rejected him. The Lord does not look at the things people look at. People look at the 
outward appearance, but the Lord looks at the heart.” 
8Then Jesse called Abinadab and had him pass in front of Samuel. But Samuel said, 
“The Lord has not chosen this one either.” 9Jesse then had Shammah pass by, but 
Samuel said, “Nor has the Lord chosen this one.” 10Jesse had seven of his sons pass 
before Samuel, but Samuel said to him, “The Lord has not chosen these.” 11So he 
asked Jesse, “Are these all the sons you have?” 

“There is still the youngest,” Jesse answered. “He is tending the sheep.” 

Samuel said, “Send for him; we will not sit down until he arrives.” 
12So he sent for him and had him brought in. He was glowing with health and had a fine 
appearance and handsome features. 

Then the Lord said, “Rise and anoint him; this is the one.” 
13So Samuel took the horn of oil and anointed him in the presence of his brothers, and 
from that day on the Spirit of the Lord came powerfully upon David. Samuel then went 
to Ramah.

SECOND LESSON: Titus 3:4-7 
4But when the kindness and love of God our Savior appeared, 5he saved us, not 
because of righteous things we had done, but because of his mercy. He saved us 
through the washing of rebirth and renewal by the Holy Spirit, 6whom he poured out 
on us generously through Jesus Christ our Savior, 7so that, having been justified by his 
grace, we might become heirs having the hope of eternal life.

But one who is more powerful than I will come, the straps of whose sandals I am not 
worthy to untie. He will baptize you with the Holy Spirit and fire. 17His winnowing fork 
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is in his hand to clear his threshing floor and to gather the wheat into his barn, but he 
will burn up the chaff with unquenchable fire.” 
21When all the people were being baptized, Jesus was baptized too. And as he was 
praying, heaven was opened

CONFESSION OF FAITH—BAPTISM 

M:  What is Baptism? 

ALL:   Baptism is not just plain water, but it is water used by God's command and 
connected with God's Word.  Christ our Lord says in the last chapter of 
Matthew, "Go and make disciples of all nations, baptizing them in the name of 
the Father and of the Son and of the Holy Spirit!"  

M: What does Baptism do for us? 
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ALL: Baptism works forgiveness of sin, delivers from death and the devil, and gives 
eternal salvation to all who believe this, as the words and promises of God 
declare.  Christ our Lord says in the last chapter of Mark, "Whoever believes 
and is baptized will be saved, but whoever does not believe will be 
condemned."  

M: How can baptizing with water do such great things. 

ALL: It is certainly not the water that does such things, but God's Word which is in 
and with the water, and faith which trusts this Word used with the water. For 
without God's Word the water is just plain water and not baptism. But with this 
Word it is baptism, that is, a gracious water of life and a washing of rebirth by 
the Holy Spirit. 

 St. Paul says in Titus, chapter 3, "God saved us through the washing of rebirth 
and renewal by the Holy Spirit, whom he poured out on us generously through 
Jesus Christ our Savior, so that, having been justified by his grace, we might 
become heirs having the hope of eternal life. This is a trustworthy saying.  

M: What does baptizing with water mean? 

ALL: Baptism means that the old Adam in us should be drowned by daily contrition 
and repentance, and that all its evil deeds and desires be put to death. It also 
means that a new person should daily arise to live before God in righteousness 
and purity forever. St. Paul says in Romans, chapter 6, "We were buried with 
Christ through baptism into death in order that, just as Christ was raised from 
the dead through the glory of the Father, we too may live a new life."
