known the Holy Scriptures, which are able to make you wise for salvation through faith 
in Christ Jesus. 16All Scripture is God-breathed and is useful for teaching, rebuking, 
correcting and training in righteousness, 17so that the servant of God may be 
thoroughly equipped for every good work. 
1In the presence of God and of Christ Jesus, who will judge the living and the dead, and 
in view of his appearing and his kingdom, I give you this charge: 2Preach the word; be 
prepared in season and out of season; correct, rebuke and encourage—with great 
patience and careful instruction. 3For the time will come when people will not put up 
with sound doctrine. Instead, to suit their own desires, they will gather around them a 
great number of teachers to say what their itching ears want to hear. 4They will turn 
their ears away from the truth and turn aside to myths.

M: The Gospel according to Luke chapter 4. 

C: Glory be to you, O Lord. 
 
38Jesus left the synagogue and went to the home of Simon. Now Simon’s mother-in-law 
was suffering from a high fever, and they asked Jesus to help her. 39So he bent over her 
and rebuked the fever, and it left her. She got up at once and began to wait on them. 
40At sunset, the people brought to Jesus all who had various kinds of sickness, and 
laying his hands on each one, he healed them. 41Moreover, demons came out of many 
people, shouting, “You are the Son of God!” But he rebuked them and would not allow 
them to speak, because they knew he was the Messiah. 
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42At daybreak, Jesus went out to a solitary place. The people were looking for him and 
when they came to where he was, they tried to keep him from leaving them. 43But he 
said, “I must proclaim the good news of the kingdom of God to the other towns also, 
because that is why I was sent.”
