\When God saw what they did and how they turned from their evil ways, he relented and
did not bring on them the destruction he had threatened.

Jonah’s Anger at the Lorp’s Compassion

4 But to Jonah this seemed very wrong, and he became angry. >He prayed to the LORD, “Isn’t
this what | said, LORD, when | was still at home? That is what | tried to forestall by fleeing to
Tarshish. | knew that you are a gracious and compassionate God, slow to anger and
abounding in love, a God who relents from sending calamity. > Now, LORD, take away my

life, for it is better for me to die than to live.”

*But the LORD replied, “Is it right for you to be angry?”

> Jonah had gone out and sat down at a place east of the city. There he made himself a
shelter, sat in its shade and waited to see what would happen to the city. ° Then

the LORD God provided a leafy plant and made it grow up over Jonah to give shade for his
head to ease his discomfort, and Jonah was very happy about the plant. ’ But at dawn the
next day God provided a worm, which chewed the plant so that it withered. ® When the sun
rose, God provided a scorching east wind, and the sun blazed on Jonah’s head so that he
grew faint. He wanted to die, and said, “It would be better for me to die than to live.”

?But God said to Jonah, “Is it right for you to be angry about the plant?”
“Itis,” he said. “And I’'m so angry | wish | were dead.”

But the LORD said, “You have been concerned about this plant, though you did not tend it
or make it grow. It sprang up overnight and died overnight. * And should | not have
concern for the great city of Nineveh, in which there are more than a hundred and twenty
thousand people who cannot tell their right hand from their left—and also many animals?”

God'’s Sovereign Choice

®It is not as though God’s word had failed. For not all who are descended from Israel are
Israel. " Nor because they are his descendants are they all Abraham’s children. On the



contrary, “It is through Isaac that your offspring will be reckoned.” ®In other words, it is not
the children by physical descent who are God’s children, but it is the children of the promise
who are regarded as Abraham’s offspring. ° For this was how the promise was stated: “At the
appointed time | will return, and Sarah will have a son.”

Not only that, but Rebekah’s children were conceived at the same time by our father
Isaac. ! Yet, before the twins were born or had done anything good or bad—in order that
God'’s purpose in election might stand: 2 hot by works but by him who calls—she was told,
“The older will serve the younger.” * Just as it is written: “Jacob | loved, but Esau | hated.”

“What then shall we say? Is God unjust? Not at all! “For he says to Moses,

“1 will have mercy on whom | have mercy,
and | will have compassion on whom | have compassion.”

%1t does not, therefore, depend on human desire or effort, but on God’s mercy.

The Parable of the Workers in the Vineyard

nothing. * He told them, ‘You also go and work in my vineyard, and | will pay you whatever is
right.” ° So they went.



“He went out again about noon and about three in the afternoon and did the same
thing. ® About five in the afternoon he went out and found still others standing around.
He asked them, ‘Why have you been standing here all day long doing nothing?’

% “The workers who were hired about five in the afternoon came and each received a
denarius. *° So when those came who were hired first, they expected to receive more.
But each one of them also received a denarius. ** When they received it, they began to
grumble against the landowner. **‘These who were hired last worked only one hour,’
they said, ‘and you have made them equal to us who have borne the burden of the
work and the heat of the day.’

B “But he answered one of them, ‘I am not being unfair to you, friend. Didn’t you agree
to work for a denarius? ** Take your pay and go. | want to give the one who was hired
last the same as | gave you. > Don’t | have the right to do what | want with my own
money? Or are you envious because | am generous?’
